Todd Goode opened meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the January Board meeting were approved with one correction.

Guests:

Paul Mandy discussed the posting on the website in the future about the dates and times that Chelsea High School rents our tennis courts. He said this would be beneficial for residents so they can plan their times for tennis court usage.

The WRA has approved Chelsea High School renting our tennis courts for the last few years because they do not have courts at the school. At this time, a motion was made that the WRA approve the rental of the tennis courts this year by Chelsea High School.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.

Jerry Workman addressed the board regarding the apartment complex being proposed on Hwy 11 across from Docupak.  Todd said so far the City Council has only approved the architectural plans for the complex.  Jerry pointed out that, in fact, this approval opens the way for the rest of the project.  Jerry urged Weatherly residents to voice their opposition to this project to the City Council.

President’s Report

Discussion of the problem of standing water along Club Drive after rain 

Todd gave the following report from Weatherly Management Services.  It was reported that the City would try and alleviate this situation by installing curb inlets where standing water occurs.  They will also try and fix the dip in road on Wembley Way in front of the tennis courts.

Treasurer’s Report

Todd reported that $4,327.00 in delinquent assessments had been collected in January.  Also, that approximately $19,000.00 in delinquent assessments had been collected since September 2008.  He also said that all uncollected assessments would now be turned over to our attorney for further action. 

The following committee reports were submitted: 

Long-Range Planning:

No report except Paul Mandy said that Alabama Mailbox, who installed our new street/stop signs has been asked to inspect the signs for any repairs or maintenance needed.

Landscape

Derak reported a large dead pine tree in Glen Abbey at the pond that needed to be taken down.  He also reported that he thinks the riding mowers being used to mow grass in the medians along Club Drive may be doing damage to the grass.  Board agreed that we need to look into this with our landscape company. 

Swim & Tennis Club:

Compliance  

Karen presented the covenant guidelines and covenant enforcement booklet that Todd asked the compliance committee to put together.  A lengthy discussion took place with questions being asked on one or two things that needed to be added in the guidelines and on the enforcement policy of covenants.  Approval of the guidelines was tabled until next month.

Motion was made to allow our management company to turn over to our attorney any non-compliance issues for action.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes with one no vote.

Old Business

Todd reported that he is working on getting a newsletter out to residents around the first of March.

New Business

Derak announced that he would have to resign from the board effective immediately due to being relocated out of state.  Todd commended Derak on his service to the board in serving as landscape and long-range planning chairman.  Gene asked that the minutes so reflect this commendation.
