Committee Reports

Project Planning:  

Art reported the committee met to prioritize the Swim and Tennis Club and Landscaping projects on the Project Planning Committee list.  He passed out the updated list to board members.

Compliance:

Compliance committee agreed that with regard to roof colors in Weatherly that replacement roofs could vary a shade or two lighter or darker as longs as color remained in the medium brown range.  
Committee also reported that an issue with the roof in one sector was being turned over to our attorney for review.
Landscape:  
Terry reported that the median project was completed.
Swim & Tennis: 
Kelly reported Betke Painting would not be able to complete the deck project that was approved at the March meeting. She made a motion to accept Pickett’s proposal for $5151 to replace the deck flooring with composite wood.  Motion seconded.  Motion passed. 
Kelly asked Butch to get a quote from Pickett to repaint the handrails to the pool, repair and touch up around the recently installed windows and French doors, and possibly repair any windows on the outside of the clubhouse. 

Kelly asked Butch about pool monitors for the upcoming pool season.  He has hired 5 monitors to work.  Kelly asked Butch why pool furniture had not been repaired.  He stated he was having a hard time contacting the person that has completed the work in the past.  She asked Butch to delete all pool card numbers that had not been re-registered by April 30th.   It was also mentioned that the pool pump was sucking air.  Butch reported that Swimming Pool Services had been called.  Paul made a motion to get a second opinion to check the pool pump to check for issues not being addressed by current pool service.  Motion seconded.  Motion passed.
Kelly reminded board members that the Annual Pool Party was April 30th from 11:00-1:00.  Food would be sponsored by Wayne’s Environmental Services.  

Kelly asked Butch for quotes on flooring.  Butch reported that he had not pursued any more quotes.  The only one he had was from Mohawk Floors from October 2010.
Kelly reported that Gary Smiley was interested in starting a Zumba Fitness Class at the clubhouse.  She mentioned that she would investigate further to see if this could be a possibility.  She would contact Gary to ask for verification of his fitness certificate and insurance. 

Donna mentioned that Keith McAbee had inquired about renting the garage space in the bottom of the clubhouse for $100 a month.  She made a motion for month to month rental of the garage space for $100.  Motion was seconded.  Motion passed.

New Business

Todd brought up a concern from Glenn Abbey about why yearly assessments are not all the same.  The current assessments range from $202 in Aberdeen and Warwick to $430 on Club Drive and Wixford Forest.  Donna reported that if there was a flat fee for all sectors, it would be about $296.00.   Three hundred eight-four residents would see an increase in assessments and 230 residents assessment would decrease.  
Todd made a motion to make all assessments the same in each sector.  The motion was not seconded.
