Johnny said that work is scheduled to begin this week on the replacement of sod in the medians along Club Drive.

Swim & Tennis

Kelly said the pool had to be closed for 1 day due to a fecal accident.  She also reported that the pool steps had been painted and filters at the clubhouse were changed.  She also said that all locks at the clubhouse would be changed soon.

Kelly reported that the swim and tennis committee had been very busy securing quotes to begin some much needed projects at the STC.  She presented some quotes for replacement of the flooring inside the clubhouse. She presented quotes for carpeting, tile and vinyl plank flooring.  She also presented a quote of $3,200.00 for the labor to install the flooring of choice.  She said that after researching the options, the committee recommended the vinyl plank flooring at a cost of $5,362.20.  She also added that before the replacement of flooring in the kitchen area that prep work for plumbing and electricity needs to be done to accommodate the planned addition of a sink, stove and microwave and this would cost an additional $2,000.00. 

Kelly made a motion for approval of the purchase and installation of vinyl plank flooring inside the Clubhouse, plus the additional prep work for plumbing and electrical in kitchen area at a total cost of $10, 562.20.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes with voting as follows:
