Swim & Tennis: 
Kelly reported the renovations being done to pool decking and main entrance to clubhouse were done, but she said there is still work to be completed or redone and some question that work was done according to specifications of contract.  She said the STC committee is currently addressing these issues. She also said that the committee is looking into security cameras.  They are also obtaining quotes to repair a section of fencing around the pool.  Paul reported the STC is obtaining quotes for a handrail by the steps going down to pool and tennis courts.

Johnny reviewed the opinion from attorney Roy Crawford regarding invisible fences. Based on this opinion, Johnny wanted to have an amendment to our management guidelines to cover these fences.  Johnny made a motion to add the following amendment to our Policy Management Guidelines:  Pet containment systems, including invisible fences, must be approved by the ARC.  These systems will be restricted to the rear of the property and will not extend forward past any rear outside wall of the residence.
