Recognition of Guests/Residents:

City Council Member, Sophie Martin, addressed the board briefly.  She advised that City Council and the Mayor will begin working on the new budget for fiscal year 2010-2011 soon and wanted to know if the board still wanted to pursue funding assistance from the City for additional street lights along Weatherly Club Drive.  She asked that she be notified within the next five days what our position is on the subject.

She advised that City Council will be voting within the next month on an ordinance prohibiting parking on the street in residential areas.  If this passes it will be effective immediately.

She also advised that she had spoken with the City regarding the wood fencing in front of Joe’s at the front entrance to Weatherly.  There is a sizable gap between the bottom of the fence and the ground on the side of the fence next to the street.  They may add some shrubbery or other plants to fill in this area.
It was brought to Sophie’s attention that there have been several instances of drivers on Club Drive crossing into the bike lane and there is concern for the safety of bikers and walkers/runners.  She said she was unaware of this but would discuss it with the City to see if there are any remedies such as further striping and raised discs that could be added.  She said she would also talk with Police Chief Oliver about increased patrol for the area.

Donna said that there would be an article in the next newsletter on the subject and she had contacted Ballantrae’s Residential Association and suggested they do the same.  

President’s Report

· There was one ARC request submitted and approved during the month of July.  The request was for a fence in Belvedere.

· Compliance inspection for the month of July identified 24 non-compliance issues and 24 letters dated July 28, 2010, were sent.

The current policy states that vinyl siding should not exceed the maximum percent of permitted siding for each sector.  They will be determining what those exact percentages will be.
