Todd Goode opened meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the May Board meeting were approved.

Guests:

Sophie Martin announced that flyers for the upcoming July 4th bike ride event would be given to sector reps for distribution.

President’s Report

Todd welcomed Mike Thetford as the new sector representative for Treymoor Abbey.

Todd also welcomed Johnny Kimbrell back on the board as sector representative for Wixford Moor.

Todd said that a meeting with Keith McAbee,Weatherly’s landscape contractor, had taken place and that all issues had been resolved and Keith would remain as our contractor for landscaping.

Todd presented two resolutions to our By-Laws pertaining the close out of the Dobbins Ridge project, which removed all reference to Dobbins Ridge in our By-Laws.  These resolutions were put before the board for approval.  Motion made and seconded for Resolution 1, which amends the By-Laws of the Association to delete the property description of Dobbins Ridge from Exhibit A.  Motion passes. Motion made and seconded for Resolution 2, which directs the President of the Association to have the Articles of Amendment to the Articles of Incorporation be recorded.  Motion passes.

He also announced that the pool security system that was damaged by lightning recently has been repaired.

Todd also asked the board for approval to reduce the cost of lost or stolen pool security card to $15.00.  Motion made and seconded.  Motion passes with one opposed.

Todd also made a motion that the rental costs for pool parties be coordinated with the rental fees on the clubhouse which are $25.00 for 3 hours plus $75.00 cleaning deposit and $75.00 security deposit.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.

He said that additional streetlights for Weatherly Club Drive would be a major project.  He discussed his efforts in the past to accomplish this and said the City is in favor of the additional lights and would pay for the installation and the WRA would pay for the actual lights.  He also said that depending on budget numbers this could be a phased project.

Butch told the board that there was a safety switch problem on the drainage system

at the pool which is causing the pump to shut off frequently.  He said he was not sure, but switch may have to be replaced.  Johnny told Butch to get the information needed and let him know.
