WRA PROJECTS 

We hope you have begun to notice the replacement of some fading street signs in our community. The WRA is working with the City of Alabaster to get these signs replaced.  

A project underway is the total replacement of the wooden street/stop signs and posts within Weatherly with more durable iron posts.  The original wooden posts and signs are beginning to rot and deteriorate and will eventually all have to be replaced. The WRA has approved the initial stages of this project, which will be concentrated on Weatherly Club Drive.

Another project the WRA is exploring is the removal of some of the Bradford pear trees along the medians of Weatherly Club Drive.  These trees have grown very large and the grass beneath them has been destroyed by the tree roots.  This will be the first phase of a long-range plan to upgrade our medians and other common areas.

Alabaster Mayor, David Frings, attended the WRA July Board meeting and said that the City has in the budget to resurface Club Drive this coming year, hopefully in the fall. This resurfacing will include a painted bike lane, which should help denote that Weatherly Club Drive is one lane in both directions.

Weatherly is a pet friendly environment and we want residents to enjoy walking with their pets around the community.  Please remember to take along your “pooper scooper” and clean up after your pets.  

Important Notes:

We have found it necessary to talk with the Alabaster Police Department for possible solutions to the increasing problem of residents parking vehicles on the streets on a regular basis. Vehicles constantly parked on the street are not only a hazard, but take away from the appearance and appeal of Weatherly neighborhoods. As we have pointed out in the past, our streets were not designed for on-street parking by residents.  Vehicles continually parked on the street interfere with normal two-way traffic, hazard of children  running out from behind a vehicle, and it causes problems with emergency vehicles that may need to negotiate your street.  Unused vehicles are not to be stored on the street.  No “for sale” vehicles are to be parked on the street.

Please also remember that the STC parking lot is not for long-term or overnight parking.  This lot is for residents using the pool, tennis courts or the clubhouse.
