Butch Roberson, Weatherly Management Services

Sophie reported the final quote from the city on the reflector plates.  She said it is estimated to cost $15,000 to place reflector plates 12 inches apart from Glenn Abby to 136 Weatherly Club Drive going both ways.  This was a suggested solution to help with the ongoing problem of cars passing in the bike lane.   Sophie said she would explore other options of placing plates 18 to 24 inches apart and/or asking the city to split the cost with WRA.

Sophie reported that street repairs at Glenn Abby Lane should start as early as next week.

Allied Waste will be replacing the current ten gallon bins to 98 gallon carts.  Pick up will be every two weeks.

A burglary took place in Treymoor.  Stolen items were returned and the thief, whom was an acquaintance, was arrested.

-Assessment collections for September were $5,367.43.
