The purpose of this special meeting was to discuss the negotiations between Jim Evans and developers, Brooks Harris and Russ Doyle of Dobbins Ridge, which took place on Thursday, March 22, 2007.  Also in attendance were board members Donna Wilkins and Tim Cullighan 

The following is a brief background and recap of the meeting with the developers:

Dobbins Ridge Developers, who are developing approximately 90 acres adjacent to Weatherly, has approached the WRA about the possibility of becoming a part of Weatherly as part of a proposal for WRA to support their rezoning request. As part of Weatherly, in addition to up-front monies, Dobbins Ridge residents will pay yearly assessments to the WRA and they will have access to our tennis courts, swimming pool and clubhouse.  Complete build out of this planned community will be 31/2 to 4 years.

The developers are seeking a rezoning of the land in question to a Planned Unit Development (PUD) from its current R-3 zoning.  In the current R-3 zoning, the developers will be able to build 203 homes, but if rezoned as a PUD, they will be able to build 237 homes.

Jim said that he had spoken with the Planning & Zoning Board for Alabaster and they informed him that without WRA support, they would not rezone the property from R-3.  

It is important to note that the City Attorney for Alabaster has said the two entrance/exits to Dobbins Ridge must be located off Weatherly Club Drive. There is no way for any entrance/exit to be located off Highway 11. The main entrance to Dobbins Ridge will be located at the intersection of Weatherly Club Drive and Glen Abbey.  The exit road will be located further up Weatherly Club Drive between Glen Abbey and Chandler.  

The developers understand that any proposal must be presented to all residents of the Weatherly Residential Association for a vote and that there must be a 51% approval vote for the proposal.

Based on the circumstances of this situation, at the meeting Thursday, Jim first requested $1,000.00 from the developers for each lot in the development (similar to what was paid by builders in Weatherly).  The developers said there was no way they could accept this demand.  In an effort to see what the developers were willing to do in order to get our support for this zoning change, Jim asked if it was worth $100,000.00?  Along with this, Jim ask that they consider the fact that as part of Weatherly, Dobbins Ridge would be bound under Weatherly’s Covenants and By-Laws, which would have to be re-written under these circumstances and that there would be legal fees involved in having our attorney re-write these.  The developers said they understood this.  Jim then reiterated that the developers would have to pay $100,000.00 up front (which would specifically be used to pay down the mortgage on the Swim & Tennis Club) plus bear the costs of legal fees to have our covenants, articles of incorporation and by-laws re-written.  Jim also said that he wants the zoning change to be recorded by the developers with the Planning & Zoning Board so that it becomes a part of the official record in the event these developers ever sell out to another company.  The developers said they would consider these terms.

The developers called on Friday, March 23rd to confirm they agreed with these terms.  They will ask the Planning & Zoning Board for a 30-day extension in order to give the WRA time to present this proposal to the residents of Weatherly.

Jim asked the Board to carefully consider this project and be responsible in the vote to present this to the residents for approval.

Jim said that if it were approved to be presented to the residents, he would contact Roy Crawford, attorney, to seek guidance in the proper way to handle this vote.  He also said that the WRA committee appointed to handle this voting should coordinate activity with the Dobbin Ridge Developers to be certain that all information given is correct.  The WRA will bear costs of the mail-out for this vote.

Donna then made a motion that the Board take this proposal before the residents for a vote.  Paul seconded this motion.
