This special meeting of the Board was called to review the draft letter prepared by the Dobbins Ridge Committee, which will be sent to all residents of Weatherly concerning the proposed incorporation of Dobbins Ridge into the Weatherly Residential Association.  

As a reminder, WRA’s Board members which comprise the Dobbins Ridge Committee are Donna Wilkins (chairperson), Todd Goode, Johnny Kimbrell and Jim Evans.  

Board members reviewed and approved the draft letter from the Dobbins Ridge Committee.  This letter will introduce this proposal to residents and facts concerning the Dobbins Ridge development and what it will mean to Weatherly, both now and in the future.  The letter will also explain that a packet of information will be sent to them within a week that will contain more information. This letter will be handed out to residents, by the respective sector representatives, the week of April 9th..

The Board agreed to meet on Monday, April 16th, for the purpose of preparing these packets for mailing to residents.

The Board has set three informational meetings for residents to address their questions and concerns.  The meeting dates are Tuesday, April 24th, Thursday, April 26th, and Tuesday, May 1st.  All meetings will be held at the Weatherly Clubhouse at 7:00 p.m

Jim Evans said that the committee is striving to complete the process of residential voting for this project before the annual election of board members in May.  He said they are trying to set a reasonable deadline date for the votes to be cast.  He said that whatever date is quoted to residents that it will be critical that 51% of votes allowed in Association be cast by that date (or 308 votes).  

Jim and Donna answered several questions concerning Dobbins Ridge, which included that Dobbins Ridge Developers are current writing covenants for this development that will be coordinated with Weatherly’s covenants. The most sectors that will be allowed within Dobbins Ridge will be two.  Jim also explained that the developers will not be turning over total control of this development to the WRA until it is completely built out (3-4 years), however, as houses are built and occupied, WRA will begin receiving assessments and the development will be bound by WRA general covenants (plus any specific to Dobbins Ridge).

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
