New Business

Jim passed out a proposed budget for 2007/2008 that he had both Marie and Rouland to prepare.  Even though the budget has not been finalized, Jim asked Board members to review these budgets and to give him feedback before our next regular Board meeting.

He pointed out that capital projects are important issues in this budget.  Todd said the $12,000 reserve fund should be earmarked for specific projects.

Old Business

Dobbins Ridge

The Board held three meetings concerning this project  - one on March 26th, one on April 9th and another on April 16th    (the minutes of these meetings are posted on the website). These meetings were held to approve the information letter going out to all residents on this issue, what will be contained in the packets of information that will be sent to each resident as well and when informational meetings will be held to answer questions and concerns of residents.  The information letters have been delivered to residents and the packets should be mailed out within the week.  Donna advised that the informational meetings for residents have been scheduled as follows:  April 24, April 26th and May 1st.  All meetings will be held at the Clubhouse at 7:00 p.m.  The developers of Dobbins Ridge will also be in attendance at these informational meetings to help answer questions.  

Donna said she is working with Dobbins Ridge Developers and our attorney, Roy Crawford to get information together as quickly as possible since there is a lot to accomplish in a short time frame.  She said a Special Meeting of the Members of the Weatherly Residential Association is scheduled for May 22, 2007, which will be held for residents to cast their vote on the Dobbins Ridge project.  

Jim mentioned that the Annual Meeting of the Members of the Weatherly Residential Association is also scheduled for that date which is something the Board may have to consider rescheduling.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
