Todd Goode opened the meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the February Board meeting were approved as written.

Introduction of Guests/Residents:

No residents were present.

President/Treasurer/Manager’s Report

Jim discussed the new Monthly Report from Rouland Mgmt. He has asked Rouland to place the report in each Board member’s mailbox prior to the monthly Board meetings. If the primary Board member is not going to be able to attend the monthly meeting, they should make arrangements to get this information to their alternate.

Jim asked the Board to send him suggestions of other items they would like to see included in the new Monthly Report. For example, the Compliance Report.

The agenda of the Board meeting was changed to allow sufficient time to discuss the Dobbins Ridge rezoning issue.

Old Business:

Jim distributed copies of the letter he received from Roy Crawford regarding the legalities of expanding the WRA to include Dobbins Ridge. The letter is dated 03/20/07.

Roy Crawford’s letter, in summary, indicated that the Dobbins Ridge development could not become part of the WRA without amending the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws. To do so would require an affirmative vote of fifty-one percent (51%) of the totals votes of the Association.

Jim distributed a copy of a document he requested from Doris Nelson. Jim asked Doris to give her opinion, from a Real Estate perspective, as to the impact the Dobbins Ridge development could have on WRA property values.

Jim referenced several conversations with City officials regarding the Dobbins Ridge plans. He also discussed conversations with the Developer.

Butch Roberson made a motion that we agree to support the Dobbins Ridge rezoning and work toward making the necessary changes to allow the new development to become a part of the WRA, provided the developer agree to contribute $1,000 /lot to the WRA.

Mary Anne gave a second for the motion.

After discussion, Butch amended his motion to support the Dobbins Ridge rezoning and work toward making the necessary changes to allow the new development to become a part of the WRA, provided the developer contributed $200,000 to the WRA.

Kelly gave a second for the amended motion.

The Motion failed by a 6 – 3 vote.

After more discussion, Donna made a motion that we agree to negotiate with the Developer for our support of the PUD zoning. (Note: Donna’s motion did not specify any terms or conditions, but just to open formal negotiations)

Jim advised that final notice letters have be mailed to residents who have yet to pay their Association dues. Liens will be filed once the non-payment status has been verified.

Jim shared information regarding the storage facility that is planned for Hwy 11. The City has objected to the roll-up doors. The developer is working on a mitigation plan.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
