Todd Goode opened meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the March Board meeting were approved with one correction.

Guests:

Sophie Martin, City Council member, reported that she had received confirmation that the developer who planned to build apartments on Hwy 11 near Weatherly has withdrawn plans for this project.  Sophie also said that the City is putting in additional weather sirens at Colonial Promenade and at Veteran’s Park.  She also said that the City is working on the ground sloping problem at Weatherly Club and Alabaster Blvd. 

President’s Report

Todd announced that Donna Wilkins former board representative from Warwick has expressed a desire to return to the board as the representative from this sector.  Todd made a motion for approval of Donna Wilkins as sector representative from Warwick.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.

Todd also asked that any current sector representatives who did not wish to be placed on the ballot in the upcoming sector representative elections to please notify him or Karen.

Todd announced that June 7th is the date for the annual board meeting and said assessment notices, ballots and notices of the annual meeting will be sent at the same time the first week of May.

Treasurer’s Report

Maryanne reported a balance in our checking account of $69,462.90.  Income for March was $4,087.30 and expenses for March were $8,017.01.

Swim & Tennis Club:

Maryanne reported that the Swim & Tennis Committee had met and she submitted a

3-page report of recommended changes to the existing swim & tennis operation rules. Both the STC committee and Weatherly Management Services presented their proposals for monitors and hours at the pool.  The board discussed both these proposals.  Another discussion took place on the upgrade of gate security system to accommodate additional cards and it was decided the board needed more information to approve this. A motion was made to approve the changes recommended by the STC committee that began at the last paragraph of page one of the report through item #3 of third page was made.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.    (The changes approved did not include the monitors or gate security card system).

Motion was also made to approve the purchase of three benches (one for each tennis court) at a cost not to exceed $900.00 plus tax.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes with one opposed.

Maryanne said that our pool party is scheduled for May 2nd and asked for board approval of $600.00 for this party.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.

Compliance

Karen asked the board to discuss the fee of $25.00 to be charged to residents on our third-notice letters for non-compliance, which had been postponed at our last meeting.  After a discussion on this, it was decided that a fee of $25.00 would be charged to cover the additional expenses for the board of mailing via priority mail and additional drive-throughs by the management company.  Motion made to include a fee of $25.00 to the resident in third notice letters for non-compliance.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.

Karen also asked the board for approval of the Policy Management Guidelines booklet prepared for our management company.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes with one opposed.

New Business

Todd presented the board with our 2009/2010 budget for approval.  He prepared two budgets: Budget 1 contained the figure of the STC committee’s recommendation for monitors and hours at pool and Budget 2 reflected Weatherly Management Services’ figure for their recommendation for monitors and hours at pool. After a discussion, motion was made to approve Budget 2.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes with one opposed.
