Todd Goode opened the meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the July regular Board meeting were approved.

Introduction of Guests/Residents:

Brian Lowery of Aberdeen 

Alabaster Police Chief Stanley Oliver

City Councilman, Jerry Workman

Jim began the meeting by introducing Chief Stanley Oliver.  Chief Oliver began by saying that he is aware of the ongoing problem with speeding on Weatherly Club Drive and also people not stopping at stop signs.  He said that he has increased patrols in Weatherly and this has resulted in an increased number of tickets being given out.  He also said that Alabaster has hired ten new officers to the Police Department this year.

He opened the floor for questions among which was one concerning the recent break ins of automobiles in some sectors.  He responded by saying that from what he learned the break-ins involved vehicles that were not locked.  One board member asked for help in solving a problem we were having with residents parking vehicles on the street regularly, particularly in the townhome sector.  He said that one solution was to put up signs in the neighborhood prohibiting parking on the street.  He said that he would work with the Board in coming up with solutions to this problem.

Jim thanked Chief Oliver for attending the meeting.

Jerry Workman said that the City’s plan to resurface Weatherly Club Drive could possibly happen this fall.  He also said that the City is working with the Code Officer to clean up the vacant land across from Docupak on Hwy 11.  

A resident from the townhome sector, Aberdeen, attended the meeting and voiced concern about the lack of upkeep on some of the townhomes and yards in that sector.  Maryanne Brown, sector representative from Aberdeen, said that she is working on this problem.

President’s Report

Jim advised that there was no July reports yet from Rouland and that there still remained some problems with reporting.  He said that he is scheduled to meet with Rouland to try and get the reports.

Treasurer’s Report

Marie also reported that the financials had not been received.  She reiterated what Jim said about meeting with Rouland to obtain correct reporting of financials.  She said that she felt it was close to reconciliation.

Committee Reports

Long-Range:   No Report – scheduled to meet in next couple of weeks.

Landscape:     

Johnny reported our contract with System Green for landscape maintenance has expired and asked the Board for approval to have our landscape maintenance work go out for bid.

Motion was made to allow Rouland Management to secure three bids for landscape maintenance services based on our current contract specifications and to also specify a time frame for securing these bids.  Motion was made and seconded.  Motion passed.

Johnny also advised that concerning the Bradford pears in the medians of Club Drive, that he found out the lifespan of a Bradford pear was about 15 years.  He said that since we are having problems with grass dying under these trees, he suggested that the WRA consider having every other tree removed. He said that this would be a phased project and that it should begin at the main entrance.  He said that he would like to approach the City to see if there is any way they might help us in the removal of these trees.  Motion was made to commence the project of removing every other Bradford pear tree in the medians on Club Drive and approaching the City for help on this project.  Motion was made and seconded.  Motion passed with one abstain.

Street/Stop Signs:

Paul Mandy presented a chart he prepared as a visual aid to his written report and project recommendations.  His written report presented pictures of the proposed iron signs/posts that will replace our current wooden ones, along with pictures of the deteriorating conditions of the wooden signs.  He advised that he had broken down this project into three proposed phase plans for consideration.  He also presented his phase plan recommendation for the first step in this project.  He recommended that we begin this project with the Phase 1 plan, Part 2 which replaces all wooden and metal signs/posts on Weatherly Club Drive at price of approximately $16,000.00.  Motion was made and seconded to move forward with Phase 1/ Part 2 of this project, which replaces all wooden and metal signs/posts on Weatherly Club Drive for an amount of up to $16,000.00 was made.   Motion passed with one “abstain” and one “no” vote.

Old Business

Donna reported that the City Council had delayed the approval of Dobbins Ridge rezoning until the September meeting.

New Business

Donna announced that Michele Waller was organizing the annual blood drive for the Red Cross and that it would be help on Saturday, September 8th, at the Clubhouse.  Michele will be distributing flyers to sector reps to pass out.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
