The following committee reports were submitted in writing prior to the board meeting:

Dobbins Ridge:  Donna reported that the issue of resolving the legal fees for Roy Crawford, which was discussed at last month’s meeting, has been finalized.  She also reported that a letter had been drafted confirming the mutual decision of the WRA and R&B Enterprises LLC to terminate the agreement signed in April, 2007.  

Landscape:  Johnny reported that Mark Harris has been contacted concerning the excess water puddles that develop in several locations on Weatherly Club Drive since the re-paving.  Mark said he would check the road after a heavy rain to see what could be done to correct this.  Johnny said this is something that needs to be corrected otherwise it could cause a problem during freezing conditions.

Swim & Tennis Club:

Maryanne reported that a fecal incident that forced closing of the pool early on Friday, July 18th and all day Saturday.  She reported that a main drain cover had been installed at the pool.  She said that Pool Services comes three times a week to service pool.  

She said that the committee met in July and compiled a list of problems associated with the STC with the cracked decking being a first priority.  She said that they are getting bids on repairing this. 

She said that a number of people have commented that they appreciate how clean the pool and surrounding areas have been and how much they have enjoyed the pool this summer.

New Business

Johnny Kimbrell and Donna Wilkins both submitted their resignations from the board.  Johnny served as our vice-president this past year and Donna served as chairman of the Dobbins Ridge project.  The board thanks both Johnny and Donna for their valuable service and contributions to the board.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
