Todd Goode opened meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the November Board meeting were approved.

Guests:

Paul Mandy reported that some lights at the main entrance were out.  He also asked the board about possibility of emailing residents with minutes of monthly board meetings.  It was pointed out that the minutes of each meeting are posted on Weatherly’s website.  Paul asked that board think about ways to promote our website to improve communications with residents.

Sophie Martin, our city council representative, passed out information and artist’s renderings for the new office complex that will begin construction in front of the Docupak Center on Hwy 11.  She also reported that she has spoken with the Mayor regarding the drainage problems we are experiencing on Club Drive and he told her he would be addressing this issue.

Iveta Thetford asked the board permission to set up a couple of locations in Weatherly for the sale of Girl Scout cookies. 

President’s Report

Todd reported the following activity by Weatherly Management Services:

-Compliance drive-thru for November resulted in 252 letters being sent

-Assessment collections were $2,872.94 for November

Treasurer’s Report

Maryanne reported that she had pulled 23 of the oldest delinquent assessments (13 of which already have liens filed on them) and has instructed Weatherly Management to have attorney send demand letters on the remaining ones.  Butch reported that there are 55 residents delinquent on assessments and demand letters are needed on all of them (not including the ones that already have liens filed)

A discussion followed concerning the funds available to the board for the legal fees to legally pursue residents who are delinquent on assessments.  Obviously, the board recognizes that with delinquent assessments presenting totaling just under $40,000.00, some sort of action needs to be implemented to collect these amounts.  

The following committee reports were submitted: 

Long-Range Planning:

Derak said that Paul advised him that the sign project is looking at 4-6 weeks for completion.

Derak passed out a catalog on playground equipment for a proposed playground.  He also suggested that a potential location for the playground would be the open area adjacent to the clubhouse.

Landscape

Derak reported that repair work continues in the medians where the Bradford pears were removed and he is obtaining bids on some type of ground cover for these areas.

Swim & Tennis Club:

Maryanne reported that we had one pipe to freeze at the clubhouse during recent cold weather.

Compliance  

Karen will be contacting the three residents in Aberdeen who previously expressed an interest in meeting with the compliance committee regarding the trashcan issue to set up this meeting prior to the January board meeting.

New Business

Todd set up a meeting for January 12th for the board to meet and go over the budget.
