Long-Range: 

No Report

Landscape:     

Johnny reported that Alabaster had placed new trees at the entrance of the connector road to Colonial Promenade to replace the ones that died.  He also reported that the City Council had approved the repair of Weatherly Club Drive.  He said that he had recently met with Mayor Frings to seek the City’s help in putting additional street lights in some areas along Club Drive, but he is not sure whether or not the City will help on this project.

Johnny reported that the City has received complaints from residents about the cutting down of every other tree in the medians along Club Drive.  He asked that sector representatives let any residents inquiring about this know that the City is cutting the trees down at the request of the WRA.  The City is doing this at no charge to the WRA.  The WRA will be responsible for the removal of the stumps and he has asked Rouland to obtain bids for this work.  

Compliance:

Swim & Tennis: 

Marie said that the re-surfacing of the pool was completed on November 20th.  The re-surfacing of the pool was needed in order to pass inspection this year.

She reported still having some issues with Rouland in getting some maintenance issues at the STC accomplished on schedule, but that this was being worked on.

She reported that Chelsea High School has asked once again if they will be allowed to rent our tennis courts since they still do not have any for their beginning tennis program. Rental period would be from January to April.  Marie said she was checking with our insurance carrier to see if this would be allowed.  A discussion took place on the pros and cons of this rental.  Marie then made a motion for approval of renting tennis courts to Chelsea High School as long as all requirements were met.  Motion was seconded and passed.

Street/Stop Signs:

Paul reported that with the exception of a couple of minor things the first phase of replacing street and stop signs was complete.

Old Business

Dobbins Ridge Developers are still asking for a continuance from City Council on approval of plans for Dobbins Ridge due to a conflict concerning a right-of-way.
