Minutes of the January Board meeting were approved.

Introduction of Guests/Residents:

John Harmon – Broadmoor

Jerry Workman

Jerry Workman brought the Board up to date on some issues concerning Weatherly.

He said the City has the re-paving of Club Drive on schedule for early spring.  He said that this re-paving will include striping for a bike/walking lane.  He said the City is also having an engineer look into the feasibility of a stop sign on Weatherly Club Drive at the new connector road to the shopping centers.  He said he also is closely monitoring the proposed project of a large apartment complex on Hwy 11 between the entrance to Weatherly and the railroad tracks.  He also stated that he has questions on the proposed City Center by Alabaster.  He pointed out his concerns about the location of this City Center and asked for support from Weatherly residents in questioning the City on the location of the major project.

President’s Report

Todd announced that John Harmon has agreed to be the alternate representative from the Broadmoor Sector.  He made a motion that the Board approve this.  Motion passed with one no vote.

He said that he had met with County engineer to help resolve the ongoing problem we have of trucks running over the curb on one side of our main entrance and tearing up the sod and damaging sprinkler valves located in this area.  He said he would get bids on relocating these sprinkler valves.
