Minutes of the December Board meeting were approved.

Guests:

Sophie Martin, councilperson from Ward 1 spoke to the Board regarding some vandalism in the Broadmoor and Treymoor sectors.  She said that it is important that any residents having a problem with vandalism contact the Alabaster police and make a report.

Sophia also reported that the City was working with the County on drainage problem on Weatherly Club Drive, but she said that City would not be re-surfacing the road to correct this as there are no funds to do this.

Sophie also said that the apartments being planned on Hwy 11 across from Docupak are back on the agenda for approval by City Council.  Builder now seeking approval for 198 apartments.
