Doris Nelson opened the meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the June regular Board meeting were approved.

President’s Report

Jim advised that the monthly reports from Rouland had not been received yet and he would be getting this information to Board members later in the week.

Jim announced that we were deviating from the normal agenda to take care of business prior to the Mayor addressing the Board and guests at approximately 7:30.

Swim & Tennis:  

Marie reported that pool income was $413.00 for June.  She said the pool had to be closed on July 4th due to chemical imbalance.

Street/Stop Signs:

Paul Mandy brought the Board up to date on the project of complete replacement of all wooden street signs and posts in Weatherly.  He showed some samples of new street sign blades for the Board’s consideration.  Due to the substantial cost to replace all signs in our development, this project will most likely be long-term and taken in stages. Paul said he has been comparing costs on this for a while and that the best quote was from Alabama Mailbox, based on pricing and maintenance services provided.  

He offered another option for short-term replacement of fading street signs that are needed now.  This option would be to work with the City of Alabaster on replacing the fading signs and to share the costs with the City.  The WRA cost for this will be $144.00 for the necessary fading sign inserts.  This would simply be a temporary fix for the time being until the funds would be available to begin the more expensive, permanent project.

Jim said that we needed to look carefully at both long-term and short-term options.  He pointed out that the original wooden posts the signs were mounted on would all have to be replaced eventually.  

Marie made a motion that the Board approve the short-term option of replacing the necessary fading signs now and sharing the costs with the City of Alabaster.  Donna seconded the motion.  Motion was unanimously passed by the Board.

Old Business

Jim said that with the new fiscal year beginning, he would like to see the Board move forward on projects.  He wants Board members to volunteer to chair committees to get things moving.  He said that he would be sending out a list of projects submitted by Board members by email.

Maryanne said that she was working with Todd in planning an area along Wembley Way across from the tennis courts for a picnic/bench area for residents.  Jim suggested that she draw out a map of what they have in mind for this area and to get with System Green to get this underway.  Maryanne said they were working in that direction.

Johnny said that he had already begun talking with Alabama Power concerning the long-term project of getting additional lights along Club Drive.

Donna reported that the Alabaster Planning & Zoning Board approved the rezoning request for the developers of Dobbins Ridge and that it now goes before the City Council in August for final approval.  Brooks Harris said that he hopes to break ground late September or early October.  

New Business

Jim welcomed Shannon Lavett as a new member of the Board. Shannon will be the sector representative for Wixford Forest.

Jim also introduced two new alternate representatives to the Board.  Dale Drummond will be the alternate for Treymoor Abbey and Pat Hallaren will be the alternate for Warwick.

Jerry Workman, our City Councilman, contacted some members of the Board saying that the Mayor and City want to include the resurfacing of Club Drive with a bike lane in this year’s budget.  Jerry was seeking support from Weatherly.  Jim read a letter he had prepared stating that the WRA supported and wanted the resurfacing of Club Drive with the addition of a bike lane.  Motion made and approved to send this letter to the Mayor.

At this point, Jim turned the floor over to Mayor David Frings.  

Mayor Frings said he was attending this meeting to hear any issues or concerns from the community.  He spoke briefly on future activity concerning the new Colonial Promenade Shopping Center. He said that the City is getting ready to install a stop light at the intersection of Jimmy Gould Blvd. and Colonial Parkway (in front of Lowe’s).  He said that Alabaster will be maintaining the connector road (Alabaster Blvd) from the shopping center to Club Drive.  

The Mayor said that he is aware that the WRA is possibly looking into some selective removal of Bradford Pears in the medians along Club Drive due to the problems the trees have caused in grassing along the medians.  He said that the City would look into possibly helping on this, but it would be contingent on budget constraints.

A question was brought up concerning street lights along Alabaster Blvd. (connector road).  The Mayor said that as development along this road happens, street lights will be added.

Johnny asked if the City would consider helping in the project we have of adding additional lights on Club Drive.  The Mayor said he would look into this.

Jim thanked the Mayor for working with R&B Development and the WRA on the rezoning of the acreage for Dobbins Ridge.

Jim asked the Mayor to have various department heads from the City to speak at our board meetings on a scheduled basis.  The Mayor and Jim both agreed that this is a good step in helping communications between the WRA and the City.  Jim said that he wants the WRA and the City to have good communications in the future.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
