Jerry Workman, candidate for re-election as City Councilman, Ward 1, spoke to the Board regarding the proposed apartment complex at Weatherly Station that was coming before the Planning and Zoning Board on Tuesday, July 22nd. Swim & Tennis: 

Maryanne Brown, Chairperson of the Swim & Tennis Club Committee, submitted Dan Hudson’s report.  Dan Hudson and Maryanne are now supervising the day-to-day operations of the STC.  

Dan reported that the transition of management of the STC to him had gone well and that Rouland had been very accommodating in the process.  He said that he is pleased with the pool monitor staff and that they are developing a good working relationship. He said he has worked with them to reaffirm their daily duties and prioritize these duties so that the pool maintains safety standards and code compliance.

He said that he has been pleased with services of pool services contractor.  He also said that he has gotten positive feedback from members that the security gate is now working properly and it appears that previous vandalism issues have been reduced as a result.

He advised that he is working on other issues to improve overall condition of the STC.

Donna reported that there is still an outstanding bill from Roy Crawford, attorney, for $3600.00  that is still in dispute between the WRA and the developers of Dobbins Ridge. Until resolution of this issue, the WRA will allow Roy to take the $3600.00 out of the $10,000.00 that he is still holding.
