Jim reported the following activity by Rouland for May:

-Compliance drive-thru completed

-Two ARC requests were submitted and approved 

-Rouland met with Jim Evans and Marie Drummond to review insurance

-Guest fee income for swimming pool was $452.00 for May. 

-Rouland received three bids for a survey of clubhouse property

-Rouland has received two bids for repair of clubhouse windows, a third is to be received 

Jim thanked the Board for its efforts this past year and said that although it had been challenging, he felt that it had been a positive year. He said he now wants us to look toward getting other projects underway that will benefit all residents of Weatherly.

She said she had contacted the person and that they would be attending the July board meeting to be introduced and approved by the Board.

Jim then presented to the Board the 2007/2008 budget.  He said the new budget has been put in a more simplified format than our previous budgets to make it easier to follow.  He said that he and Marie had worked many hours to come up with this user-friendly format. 

After going over the budget with the Board and answering questions concerning it, Jim asked the Board to accept the new budget.  Johnny made a motion to accept the new budget, seconded by Kelly.  Motion carried. 

Jim said that he wants to make landscaping and signage, especially Weatherly Club Drive, the priority for the coming year. He also wants to continue to pursue a possible playground at the STC.  Maryanne said she would like to see us look into putting benches in some common areas for residential use.   Jim said he would like for Board members to submit ideas for projects for the coming year that they would be willing to chair committees to achieve it. 

Jim also said that he would like to schedule a meeting in July between the Board and Rouland Management Services. 

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
