Landscape:     

Johnny mentioned the ongoing damage to the grassing at the main entrance from trucks and said that the County Engineer has determined that there is a problem, but that it is the City’s responsibility – the City says it isn’t a problem.  Johnny said that there has been no satisfactory resolution to the problem and we cannot fix it ourselves.  He reported another meter leaking.  He also said that questions continue to arise as to who maintains the property between Aberdeen and Warwick.  He said that we first have to locate the property lines between these areas.

Compliance:

Swim & Tennis: 

Marie reported problems with trash piling up in the dumpster behind the clubhouse due to increased activity there and asked the Board for approval to increase trash pickup to weekly.  Motion was made to increase trash pickup at the Clubhouse to weekly.  Motion was seconded and passed.

Marie said there have been problems at the pool with people letting other people into the pool area who do not have a secure ID card.  She said they would be putting signs up to this effect.

Marie also reported that the carpeting at the Clubhouse has been cleaned.  She also said that a weight loss clinic confirmed booking of the Clubhouse and classes have begun.

Marie said there had been some vandalism at the pool in June.  

She also reported that all broken lounge chairs would be re-strapped.

Dobbins Ridge

Donna reported that the planned Dobbins Ridge development would not happen.  She reported meeting with Brooks Harris prior to the board meeting and that the final bill from attorney, Roy Crawford for $3,600.00 is still outstanding.  The WRA is paying some of this, but they are requesting that the developers pay the balance.

Kelly reported that the community wide garage sale in June sponsored by the WRA was a success with approximately 55 homes participating.

Jerry Workman spoke for a few minutes and said that he is working on maintaining architectural control on new developments in our area.  

Mayor Frings said that he is checking into getting painting done to the inside of the new bike lane on Weatherly Club Drive.  He also said that he is looking at the budget to see if the City can possibly help with the underground work for additional streetlights in Weatherly.  He also requested a prioritization of lighting needs from the Board. 

Todd reported that, at the request of the WRA, he met with Rouland Management regarding issues of concern.  After their discussion, Rouland told Todd that they would be resigning as manager of the WRA on August 31, 2008, but that management of the Swim & Tennis Club would end June 30, 2008.

Todd then turned attention to the immediately management concern of the STC.  Johnny said that he had contacted the YMCA for a management bid.  He said that the YMCA would manage the pool only and would not manage the Clubhouse or the security ID system for the pool.  A bid was received from Dan Hudson, a resident, who would handle total management of the STC, but would still retain Swimming Pool Services Co. 

Todd then opened the discussion on this to the board.  Butch said that we need to look at tying the two management positions together.  Motion was made and seconded to accept Dan Hudson’s proposal to manage the STC contingent upon him obtaining proper insurance.  Voting was as follows:

Motion did not pass.

Butch made a motion that self-management be in place for 30 days till a decision was reached for total management.  He then withdrew the motion.
