Todd Goode opened meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the October Board meeting were approved.

Guests:

Residents of Aberdeen were present to voice opinions on letters they received regarding trashcans not being shielded from the street.  The board opened the floor to the residents for some questions and answers concerning this issue.

President’s Report

Todd reported that Margaret Rudloff, sector rep from Belvedere had resigned from the board.

-Assessment collections for October were $3,858.06.  Weatherly Management reported that they would be filing liens on these.

Dobbins Ridge

Donna Wilkins gave final report on this project.  Donna reported that out of the $10,000 received by R&B Development that there was a balance of $8,837.00 after settling legal fees.  She asked the board if they wanted to apply this money toward the filing fees to file the Amendments to our By-Laws and Articles of Incorporation that were made at the beginning of this project or apply it toward the mortgage balance of the STC.

Long-Range Planning:

Derak reported that the natural area (common property) along Wembley Way has been surveyed and he is trying to recruit volunteers for a service project to help clear the area.

Landscape

Derak reported that he has broken down the median project on Weatherly Club Drive into two sections:  Section one is medians 1-3 and he is researching how to best resolve the issue of grass not growing in this area and will be presenting his finding at the December meeting.  Section two is medians 4-6 which are ready for repair.  He presented two quotes for the work on section two.  One was from Keith McAbee for $4,918.00 and the other was from Covenant Landscaping for $3,400.00.  Both quotes addressed the removal of roots and debris created by stump grinding, leveling with topsoil and covering with Bermuda sod.

Gene made a motion that Derak proceed with contracting Covenant Landscaping for this work with their knowledge of our sprinkler system.  Motion seconded.  Voting was as follows:

Street Signs

Paul Mandy reported that City would do the needed 37 inserts for street signs.  He also reported that to finish four bike lane signs for Weatherly Club Drive would run approximately $3,000.00 additional, which would bring the amount to complete the sign project to $15,476.00.
