Minutes of the October Board meeting were approved.

Introduction of Guests/Residents:

Mayor David Frings of Alabaster

Mayor Frings attended meeting to update the Board on some issues brought up at the last meeting he attended.  He said he is looking at February or March, 2008 for the re-surfacing of Club Drive.  He said it is still on schedule and in this year’s budget.  Mayor Frings advised that the City will remove every other Bradford Pear in the medians along Club Drive.  We had asked his help in this project to alleviate overgrowth of present trees.  Johnny asked the Mayor to again ask the City Council to help with the addition of new street lights along Club Drive.  Johnny said the WRA would be willing to purchase the poles, but we needed help with installation.  The Mayor said he would ask the City Council for help, but would not make any commitment for this yet.  

President’s Report

Todd announced that he had met with Rouland Management Services to go over any issues between the WRA and Rouland.  Meeting stressed communication between Rouland and the WRA Board.  He said he conveyed the WRA negative feelings toward STC management this past season by Rouland. Landscape:     

Johnny went over items in a proposed landscape contract he is preparing to give Rouland seek bids for landscape maintenance.  He asked to Board to review this proposal and submit comments to him before our next meeting.  He wants to get the bid process underway right after the first of the year.

Johnny also mentioned that the Board needed to elect a chairperson for the landscape committee.  Paul made a motion that Johnny Kimbrell be elected chairman of landscape committee and Maryanne seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Compliance:

Swim & Tennis: 

Two STC issues were voted and approved via email since the October board meeting:

-The board approved $14,500.00 for pool re-surfacing.  This project was already  budgeted for this year. 

-The board also approved $1,500.00 for the repair of some rotten windows and doors at the clubhouse. 

The STC operations committee met in November to discuss the direction of pool and clubhouse management.  The committee discussed alternative management of the STC for next season.  They announced that the resurfacing of the pool was taking place at this time.  Since the resurfacing is going to cost about half of our original estimate, the STC operations committee recommended that the board look into a security system for the pool gate and higher fencing at the pool.  This is to help prevent acts of vandalism at the pool and non-residents gaining access to pool, both of which were a problem this past season.

Dobbins Ridge Developers are still asking for a continuance from City Council on approval of plans for Dobbins Ridge due to a conflict concerning a right-of-way.

New Business

Todd said that since he has stepped up to the president’s position that the Board needed to appoint a new vice-president.  He said that he asked Johnny Kimbrell to accept the position and Johnny said he would.

Todd then made a motion that Johnny Kimbrell be appointed vice-president.  Maryanne seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
