Todd Goode opened meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the September Board meeting will be approved at November meeting.

Guests:

Sophie Martin, our new councilperson from Ward 1, spoke for a few minutes to say she would be sworn into office in a couple of weeks.  She urged residents and board members to contact her with any concerns.

There were a number of residents from Aberdeen present concerning compliances letters that had been received on their trashcans being stored in the fronts of the townhomes.  Todd and Karen both addressed the residents on this issue and told them that the compliance committee was looking into the matter and would let them know.

President’s Report

Todd reported the following activity by Weatherly Management Services for September:

-Compliance drive-through completed with 398 non-compliance letters being sent to   residents.

-Assessment collections for September were $5,098.59.  Outstanding assessments are $41,133.75.  Weatherly Management reported that they are in the process of filing liens on these.

-Swimming pool was closed for the season

-Repairs to driveway behind clubhouse were completed, along with fencing to shield the dumpster.  Deck railing at STC was also completed

The following committee reports were submitted: 

Long-Range Planning:

Derak submitted the committee’s proposed projects list, in order of priority.  He said he would like to see approval on landscaping of medians (where trees were removed) so that work can begin in the spring.  Todd mentioned trying to get a plan together for the medians that would address all the issues i.e. trees, grassing, etc.  Paul Mandy reported that there was about $15,000.00 or less required to complete the replacement of all wooden street/stop signs in Weatherly.

Todd made a motion to approve Derak Baxley as chairperson of the landscape committee.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.

Derak made a motion for approval to complete the top three priorities on the project list, which are landscaping of medians, wooden street/stop sign replacements, and cleanup of natural areas along Wembley Way.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.

Derak proposed that we immediately proceed and complete the replacement of wooden street/sign replacements in Weatherly.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes.
