Johnny said he had some proposals to present, but would do this later in meeting.

Swim & Tennis

Kelly reported that the a/c units at clubhouse had been serviced.  

She reported that a plumber was hired to move/rework plumbing for the new sink in kitchen area of clubhouse and that cost for this was $500.00.  She also said that plumber will charge $500.00 to install and connect the new sink.

She thanked Johnny Kimbrell and Butch Roberson for the work they did on electrical issues in the kitchen, which saved the WRA a lot of money.  She also thanked Glenda Dicks for cleaning out the storage closets at the clubhouse.  

She said installation for the new flooring in the clubhouse had begun today and would be finished by Thursday.  Also, new locks will be installed on clubhouse with new codes.

Kelly said that she and Glenda Dicks contacted Mr. Delaney at Lowes regarding cabinets for the kitchen at the clubhouse.  She then presented to the Board drawings of the location and style of cabinets and countertops.  With the 10% discount offered by Mr. Delaney, the total cost of the cabinets and countertops will be $1122.74.  Installation costs to be added to this figure.  She also recommended that no more than $800.00 be approved for installation of cabinets and countertops and for purchase of knobs and pulls.

She also said that Mr. Delaney had donated a microwave, stove and sink to the WRA for kitchen.

Kelly then made a motion for approval of up to $2,000 for purchase and installation of cabinets and countertops and to handle finish work in the kitchen.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes with voting as follows:

Kelly also said a local Girl Scout Troop would be meeting at the clubhouse on the second and fourth Tuesdays of the month as long as there is not a rental commitment for the clubhouse on those nights. 

Dobbins Ridge

Donna reported that closing paperwork for Dobbins Ridge was completed.  All amendments removing Dobbins Ridge from Articles of Incorporation, etc and all recordings needed had been done.  The balance received from Dobbins Ridge developers, less attorney’s fees totaled $7,352.91.  This amount will be applied to the mortgage on the STC.

Old Business

Johnny discussed the procedures for approval of alternates to the Board.  He said that Donna and Karen would be researching this and implementing a policy regarding this in the near future.

New Business

Sophie Martin, City Councilperson, and member of the STC operating committee asked about the budget for WRA’s upcoming annual fall festival to be held in October. After a discussion on previous costs for the festival and what was needed, Todd Goode made a motion that up to $1,000.00 be approved for this year’s fall festival.  Motion seconded. Johnny reported that the landscape committee had met today and he presented three proposals from Keith McAbee for projects on landscaping.

First proposal was for the open space in the front entrance median that needs plantings of annuals.  Keith’s proposal for this was $555.00 initial cost and $435.00 annually for two plantings of annuals.

Second proposal was for removal of two large evergreens at the entrance to the clubhouse and replacing with annual beds.  Keith’s proposal for this was $475.00 initial cost and $165.00 annually for two plantings of annuals.

Third proposal was for plantings to the median on Wembley way.  This would be for two crepe myrtles and an annual bed at the front of median.  Keith’s proposal for this was $1,085.00 initial costs and $165.00 annually for two plantings.

A discussion took place on the first proposal concerning the main entrance median and it was decided that more information was needed on this before approval.

Johnny then made a motion for approval on two of the proposals.  One concerning the removal of evergreens in front of the clubhouse and replacing with annual beds and one for the addition of crepe myrtles and an annual bed for the median on Wembley Way.  Motion seconded.  Motion passes with voting as follows:
