Doris Nelson opened the meeting with prayer.

Minutes of the August regular Board meeting were approved.

Minutes of the September 11th Special Board meeting were approved.

Introduction of Guests/Residents:

Fire Chief Matherson and Lt. Mitchell of the Alabaster Fire Department

Alabaster Police Officer, Sgt. Wyatt

City Councilman Jerry Workman

Jim asked Sgt. Wyatt to attend and introduce himself as one of the officers who patrol Weatherly. 

Jim then introduced Fire Chief Matherson and opened the floor for questions and comments.  Chief Matherson said that Alabaster currently has three fire stations and would be adding a fourth soon.  He said the fire department has a HazMat unit to handle any hazardous materials and would soon be adding a swift water rescue team.  He also said that currently the fire department has 47 full-time firemen and about 10-12 part-time firemen.

Johnny Kimbrell, sector representative of Wixford Moor, expressed concern over confusion from street signs in his sector and the fire department being able to locate houses.  Chief Matherson stated that they utilize different maps which indicate house numbers in a particular section and not so much street signs.  He assured everyone that the fire department can locate any house by their set of maps.

When asked about CPR certification classes, Lt. Mitchell said that he offers these classes about every three months.  He said that at this time, he is looking for new location to hold the classes.  The Board told Lt. Mitchell that our clubhouse is available to him for these classes.  He said that he would be contacting Jim Evans about this.

Chief Matherson reminded everyone that the fire department offers free blood pressure checks to the public and they also offer a car seat program to demonstrate the correct installation of car seats for children.

President’s Report

Jim reported that Rouland has obtained three bids for survey of the clubhouse property.

Rouland has also obtained three bids for repair of clubhouse windows.

Jim said that Rouland’s CPA had completed an audit of the WRA financial books covering period May, 2006 through August, 2007.

Treasurer’s Report

Marie said she is still meeting with Rouland to get reconciliation of reporting, but she offered the following report:

Committee Reports

Long-Range:   

Todd reported that the long-range planning committee had met and reviewed the list of  projects facing the WRA.  He said that at their next meeting, they would begin to prioritize this list into long-term and short-term projects.  He said that he and Maryanne had met to look at areas around the clubhouse relating to some long-term projects.

Maryanne said that she has 5-6 people plus some boy scouts to help start cleaning and clearing out an area along Wembley Way across from the tennis courts for a picnic/bench area.  She said they would be beginning this work on Saturday, September 29th.

Landscape:     No Report

Compliance:    

Karen said Rouland is asking the board for an opinion on the covenant concerning trash cans/recycle bins visible from the street as they had been encountering quite a number of violations on this recently or that these items were partially screened from street. Covenants say trash cans/recycle bins cannot be visible from the street.  Rouland was advised that the Board wants covenant to be enforced as written.

Playground:    (Now part of Long-Range Planning Committee)

Swim & Tennis: 
Marie said she has been talking with someone about renting the basement office at the clubhouse and that things looked promising.  The rental of this office is $500.00 income for the STC.

Street/Stop Signs:

Paul Mandy was not present but he sent in a brief report.  He said that the City had completed the project of replacing all sign inserts in Weatherly.  

Paul said that he has ordered the new signs/posts for Weatherly Club Drive, but does not have an installation date yet. At last month’s meeting, the Board approved funds of up to $16,000.00 for this project.  Paul received a final quote on this and it ran a little over $16,000.00.  Due to a time factor, an email vote was taken of Board members to amend the funds for this project up to $17,000.00.  Motion was approved.

Old Business

Donna reported that City Council approval for Dobbins Ridge rezoning was again postponed until October.  She said that the Dobbins Ridge committee for the WRA was going to meet this week to review the changes/modifications that R&B Developers had requested of us and would be reporting back to the Board after their meeting.

New Business

Donna reported the Red Cross blood drive on September 8th had been successful and that this would be an annual event.

Butch Roberson, sector representative from Credenhill, announced that Derek Baxley would now be the alternate for this sector.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
