This special meeting of the Weatherly Residential Association Board of Directors was called by Jim Evans.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss some changes and modifications to our original agreement with R&B Developers on the Dobbins Ridge Development.

R&B submitted to the Board the changes and modifications they would like to make to original agreement.  The developers met with Jim and Donna to explain the reason for these changes/modifications was due to an issue involving ownership of a 60’ right-of-way at the proposed main entrance to the Dobbins Ridge Development.  It appears that another developer, Steve Mobley, is asserting he has a Quit Claim Deed from the Thorntons, who are the original developers of Weatherly, for this 60’ right-of-way.

One modification R&B Developers are asking for is that the balance of the $100,000.00  they agreed to pay WRA for our support in the rezoning of the property be made after the City of Alabaster approves the final plat for the proposed subdivision instead of after the City approves the rezoning. WRA asked for and R&B Developers agreed to, an additional $5,000.00 deposit, for a total of $15,000.00.  Thus, the balance owed the WRA will be $85,000.00.

R&B is also asking we add a right-of-way clause to the agreement, essentially making the agreement contingent upon resolution of this dispute over the right-of-way.  

There was a lengthy discussion on these issues and it was agreed that the Board needed to wait for more conclusive information before making a decision on these modifications.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
