Meeting was called to order by Jim Evans.  

The purpose of this meeting was to announce that the 51% affirmative vote needed had been achieved to allow Dobbins Ridge to become part of Weatherly and the Weatherly Residential Association.  Donna said that we needed to receive 313 votes for this project to pass approval and that 363 votes were received.  

Donna reminded everyone that the issues in the Dobbins Ridge project involved the re-zoning of the land involved, the revision of the Weatherly Residential Association Articles of Incorporation, By-Laws and Covenants, and also to re-define the voting quorum from 51% to 33 1/3%. 

Jim Evans advised that due to the Planning & Zoning Board meeting coinciding with this meeting, the developers of Dobbins Ridge had asked the Planning & Zoning Board to grant another 30 day extension. 

Jim also said that this project now will be presented to the Planning & Zoning Board at their next meeting and then it would be presented to the City Council for approval.

Jim said the Board undertook this project because it felt Dobbins Ridge would be an asset to Weatherly and that overall it would contribute to the betterment of the Weatherly community.  

Jim thanked Donna for all her hard work and many hours she put in chairing this committee for the Board.

Jim asked residents attending this meeting if they had any questions or concerns that the Board needed to address.  No questions or concerns were raised.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
