     Saxophone musician, Vann Burchfield will be the performing guest  artist for the holiday social on Thursday evening on December 15th.  During the Clubhouse festivities, from 7 to 9 p.m.,  Vann will provide the Weatherly residents with soothing  saxophone instrumentals.   

         

 In 1994, Vann began his full-time music career playing his horns at various events in the Birmingham area as well as writing and recording music for himself and others. Vann has made many guest appearances on television and radio stations across the country. He traveled for several years with the Joyce Meyers ministry starting in 1997. In January  2000 Vann pursued a solo career. In February of that year he set a new Guinness World Record for circular breathing, holding one continuous note for 47 minutes and 6 seconds. This broke the record previously held by Kenny G.         

For the last three years Vann has also had the honor of performing at the White House for the annual Holiday open house for Christmas Eve.  This year, Vann is one of only three artists who have been invited to return for this year’s celebration.

Vann has also been privileged to entertain guests of Governor and Mrs. Bob Riley at the Governor’s mansion in Montgomery Alabama.

 The saxophonist is currently touring and performing songs from his newly released CD "Quiet Time," a collection of smooth jazz originals and contemporary Christian hits. His CDs will be available at the holiday social.  You might be looking for a musical CD on your Christmas list.
