Diane Ezell opened the meeting with prayer.

One resident expressed concern over the amount of vehicles exceeding the speed limit on the parkway and also animals running loose in the neighborhood.  Diane advised the resident that the speeding on the parkway was a police matter and she gave the resident the number for animal control.

Minutes of the March board meeting were approved.

President/Treasurer’s Report 

Diane reported the following activity by McKay:

   - Compliance drive-through performed on March 16th

· Lien release prepared on delinquent assessments.

· Membership list and delinquency list sent to Diane Ezell on March 24th  

· Approval given to attorney to proceed with foreclosures on accounts that are more  

      than two years delinquent in annual assessments.

· McKay received notice from the WRA that we would be terminating our   

management contract with them on May 31, 2006 and that Rouland Management Services would be the new management company for Weatherly. 

Diane passed out a year-to-date summary of WRA budget for Board members to review.  She reported that available funds for the WRA were approximately $69,000.00 and that we were still currently running under budget.

Diane advised that it had been brought to her attention the necessity of posting speed limit signs on Windsor Lane especially after the connector road to the Colonial Promenade Shopping Center is opened. Windsor Lane and the connector road will intersect at the same point on Weatherly Club Drive.  Diane said she was going to contact the City of Pelham about putting up these speed limit signs since Windsor Lane is in the city limits of Pelham.

Committee Reports

Management Contract Review Committee:  

No report.

Long-Range Planning:  

Jim Evans reported that he had received a quote for the replacement of street signs and the addition of some new signs within Weatherly.  This quote was passed out to Board members and a discussion took place, however, no decision was reach at the meeting on this project.

Landscape:


Jim Evans passed out a quote he received from System Green on the replacement

of landscaping at the main entrance.  Jim went over this quote with Board members.  He also advised that some of the Leyland Cypress trees at the entrance would have to be removed and replaced at some point in the near future. It was decided to postpone a decision on this project until the current work being done at the entrance for the new traffic light was completed.

Jim also said that there was a need to straighten one of the stone columns at the entrance to Windsor Lane.  He had a cost estimate of $250.00 to do this.  Motion was brought to approve this work.  Motion approved.

Compliance:

No report.

Swim & Tennis:

Marie Drummond reported that the pool opened on schedule April 1st. She also advised that she had completed and passed the Pool Certification Course. She reported that there had been a break-in at the Clubhouse, but that nothing was stolen.  She said that the renovation of the basement office was nearly completed for Rouland Management to move into the middle of May.  It was also reported that rental bookings for the clubhouse were going well.

Community Events:

A motion was brought to form a new committee for community events at the Clubhouse.  Michele Waller will chair this committee.  She asked for volunteers to help serve on this committee, which will promote activities at the clubhouse for the residents of Weatherly.  Susanna Barnes, Maryanne Brown and Todd Goode have volunteered to help on this committee.  Motion was brought and approved. 

Old Business 

Jay Ingram, who volunteered to help make improvements to Weatherly’s website, said he felt since McKay Management maintains this website for the WRA, that we should wait until June when Rouland takes over management to begin this project.  Board members agreed with this plan.

New Business

Diane advised that Amsouth Bank would no longer be sponsoring the Weatherly newsletter.  

Diane said that Rouland Management Services had asked to be able to retain the law firm of Johnson, Conwell & Donovan to handle any necessary legal work for the WRA.  Board members felt there would not be a problem with this.

Diane announced that the Board meeting for May would take place on May 23rd.

Before the meeting was adjourned, City Councilman Jerry Workman, asked to speak to the Board briefly.  He reported the he was going to talk with Mayor Frings about any help the City can give on the any future necessary removal of some trees in the front medians of the parkway.  He said that when the bids are released on the road improvements to Weatherly Club Drive by the City, that he would like to see a bike trail added.

Jerry also asked if the WRA would be interested in cooperating with the Parks & Recreation Board for the City of Alabaster in having some of the senior citizen activities moved to the Weatherly Clubhouse. He also said that AARP was looking for locations to hold informational meetings as well.  Board members agreed to take this under consideration.
