President/Treasurer’s Report 

Diane reported the following activity by McKay:

· Compliance drive-through performed on April 19th
· Past due assessments collected from four residents

Diane passed out a year-to-date financial forecast that she prepared showing that the WRA is still operating approximately $32,000.00 under budget.  The report also showed that cash available is approximately $46,000.

Landscape:


Butch reported that he had received a proposal of $800.00 for the removal of


eight Leyland Cypress trees at the main entrance.  This proposal includes grinding


the stumps down to ground level.  Jim advised that he was expecting another

quote for this project as well from a source associated with System Green.

Jim also advised that after speaking with the County Engineer, that the signal box 

for the light at the entrance still has to be replaced and landscaping for this area cannot be completed until then.

Compliance:

Maryanne reported that she and Michele had met to begin making plans for a

WRA sponsored pool party on June 17th.  She advised they were looking into some activities to offer at this pool party and they would further report when plans were finalized.

Old Business 

Jay reported that he has begun some initial research into Weatherly’s website after  Rouland Management takes over, but that a lot will have to wait until after the transition is completed.

New Business

Karen gave the voting results of the recent sector representative ballots received from residents.  All current Board members were re-elected.

Diane reported that we might need to investigate a lake treatment in Glen Abbey.  Jim said that he would have Southeast Pond Management do an assessment on this project.

Diane advised that she would be meeting next week with Rouland Management to begin the transition process from McKay.  She asked Board members for any suggestions or requests they had for this meeting.  Jim said we need to obtain a final status of all residential accounts as of May 31st from McKay for continuity of any actions pending.  Todd suggested that in order to avoid confusion, that contact with Rouland Management be limited to only one or two people from the Board.  One issue that will be explored with Rouland is the possibility of charging fines for non-compliance regarding covenants.

There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
